A-Way™ backpack harness. The front pocket of each is
foam padded to hold a notebook computer, accessories
or files. Our QuickClip™ tripod attachment system
holds professional-sized tripods balanced and centered
when not in use.

Cordura®. It also has numerous internal dividers to
customize the bag to any combination of digital,
35mm or medium format cameras and a large assort-
ment of lenses. The front pocket is foam padded for a
notebook computer like Apple’s 15” MacBook Pro or
others as large as 14” x 103⁄4” x 2”, or accessories
and files.  Internal Windowpane-Mesh™ pockets help
organize filters, cleaning materials and other small
items. Model 697 is M.A.S.™ and S.A.S.™ compati-
ble and utilizes our QuickClip™ tripod attachment
system to carry most professional tripods.
